Biomedical Services – Blood & Tissue

Biomedical Services provides critically needed blood to the nation’s health care industry.  Nationally, 25,000 donors are needed daily to keep a 10-day inventory in stock.  

In FY 2004-05, 3782 people donated blood in Clark County at either the Chapter fixed site or at one of the 95 bloodmobile sites.  This number was 81.5% of all people that signed in and offered to share the gift of life.
