Bloodborne Pathogens: Preventing Disease Transmission – Course Description

This course provides students with an understanding of the bloodborne pathogens regulation issued by the Occupational Safety And Health Administration (OSHA); how to report employee exposures, reporting methods, prevention of exposure and skills used in the workplace, home and schools.

Objectives include (but are not limited to):

Describing how infections can occur;

Identifying how Bloodborne pathogens are spread; 

Recognizing personal hygiene techniques;

Identifying biohazard signs and labels;

Describing emergency procedures for exposure incidents involving infectious materials.
