CPR/AED for the Professional Rescuer

This course teaches those with a duty to act (professional rescuers) the skills needed to respond to breathing and cardiac emergencies.  It includes the use of an AED.

Course objectives include (but are not limited to):

Identifying the responsibilities of a professional rescuer;

Understanding legal considerations of a professional rescuer;

Demonstration of initial assessment skills;

Demonstration of rescue breathing, CPR, AED, two-person CPR and other essential skills;

Recognize and provide appropriate care for breathing emergencies, cardiac arrest and other life-threatening situations.
